Always start here, the ZA can assist you in many ways. Depending on
your request, the ZA may either be able to take care of you or will refer
you on to another board or committee.

Second Stop: Planning Commission (PC)
The PC makes the final decision for site plan review and special land use cases and makes a recommendation to
the Township Board for a Planned Unit Development, rezoning, or ordinance amendments. Note: everything

except site plan review requires a public hearing and a letter of notification to all residents within 300 feet of
the subject property.

Third Stop: Township Board
The Township board has the authority to grant rezoning, planned unit
development, or ordinance amendment requests . For these cases, the
Planning commission is only a recommending body.
