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Laketon Township Ordinances...

Laketon Township has a number
of ordinances that regulate, permit or pro-
hibit a variety of activities and conditions.

There are general ordinances that
regulate things such as lawn maintenance,
the keeping/storing of items such as cars,
RV’s, misc. “junk” etc, noise regulations,
and animal regulations. There are also
zoning ordinances that regulate how proper-
ties can be used and permitted activities are
determined by how the property is zoned.

Following are excerpts of the
ordinances the township receives the most
complaints about.

So, Did you know...

e The Grass and Leaf Ordinance re-
quires grass to be kept mowed and o
dead brush, bushes and leaves to be
removed from maintained yards. There
are some exclusions.

o  The Anti-Blight Ordinance regulates
the keeping of unlicensed vehicles &
RV’s, the accumulation of “junk” items,

yard waste, building materials, etc or other
conditions regarded as blighting factors.

The Animal Ordinance requires a minimum
property size in order to keep horses (or
other livestock/fowl). In addition the ordi-
nance does not permit dogs to be chained,
tied or tethered to stationary objects, except
temporarily and only when attended.

The Zoning Ordinance requires a zoning
compliance permit for several items includ-
ing, but not limited to: fences, ponds and
buildings 100 square feet. Minimum set-
backs must be maintained.

The Zoning Ordinance prohibits recreational
vehicles, trailers, boats, campers etc, from
being parked/stored in any front yard.

The Zoning Ordinance restricts the sale of
motor vehicles in residential areas to vehicles
owned by occupants of the dwelling and to
the sale of no more than 2 per calendar year
and they can be displayed for sale for no
more than 30 days.

The Zoning Ordinance contains regula-
tions for the filling, clearing and excavat-
ing of land.

e The Zoning Ordinance prohibits residen-
tial rentals that are less than 30 days—
with the exception that there are some
seasonal cottages that can continue to
rent for less than 30 days if they were
existing legal uses at the time the ordi-
nance was enacted.

Laketon Township gets questions quite often as to where property tax money goes. Below is a breakdown of the millage that is collected.
Laketon Township does not keep all of the tax funds collected, the funds are dispersed to the appropriate government, school or other agency.
The property tax dollars that do stay in Laketon Township are the Laketon Township Operating funds and also the Public Safety funds, which are
used to pay for police and fire services within the Township. Listed also is the percentage of the total tax bill the item accounts for, based on a
home with 100% exemption from the Reeths Puffer Operating Tax and a Taxable Value of $50,000. Most properties have this exemption—unless
they are a rental home, a vacation/second home, vacant/undeveloped land or a commercial/business property.

Of the 13 items listed, 9 are items that were voted on and passed by the voting public. These voted items account for more than half ( 58.77%) of
your property tax dollars. Laketon Township Operating and Public Safety funds that stay in Laketon Township account for 9.45% of your property
tax bill.

Authority has low interest loans
to help. Interest rates depend
on household income: up to
19,999—4%, $20,000—
$39,999—6%, $40,000—
$65,000—8%. Household in-

comes over $65,000 do not qual-
ify. There are no equity require-
ments for loans of up to $25,000.
Term is up to 20 years. There are
no annual fees, application fees,
points, or penalty for early pay-
off. The origination fee is fi-
nanced in the loan amount.
There is also a program for land-
lords.
