Selling your home?

Are you selling your home? Have you already pur-
chased another home? Under normal circumstances, you
would lose the Principal Residence Exemption on the home
you are trying to sell because you are normally only permit-
ted one exemption, on the home you occupy. The State of
Michigan has recognized that the economic times we are
currently facing are unusual. The State now has a policy to
allow a Conditional Rescission of Principal Residence Ex-
emption. The Conditional Rescission of Principal Residence
Exemption would permit a homeowner to keep the exemp-
tion on the home they are trying to sell and the new home
they are currently living in—under a set specific conditions
for a maximum period of three (3) years.

BURNING
MUSKEGON COUNTY RULES & REGULATIONS

Laketon Township receives many complaints related to burning every year. This
article is to give everyone an overview of the Muskegon County rules and regula-
tions related to burning, which apply to Laketon Township and all other munici-
palities within Muskegon County. You must first get a burning permit from the
Muskegon County Health Department. Please be aware that the burning of
leaves and garbage is prohibited. Please also be aware that burning permits
will not be issued if wind speeds will be 15 miles per hour or more.

To get a burning permit (small recreational / campfires are not required to obtain a
burn permit) call 231-724-6237 and you will hear the following recording: “You
have reached the Muskegon County Health Dept. burning permit rules and regula-
tions. Applicants must listen to this recording each time they request a burning
permit. The applicant will be held legally responsible if any of the permit condi-
tions are violated. You may not burn in or within 1400 feet of an incorporated city
or village. You may not burn within 300 feet of another occupied dwelling. You
may not burn in any subdivision that contains 20 or more dwellings. The permit to
burn covers only clean brush and small branches under 4 inched in diameter. You
must attend the fire at all times, and the fire must be out before dark. If anyone
complains about the smoke or ashes you must put out the fire. You must call the
fire department and give them your burning permit number every time before you
start your fire. You may want to obtain a complete copy of the rules before you
begin. If you can comply with these burning conditions and if you will be burning
within the next 3 days, please press zero now.”

The Muskegon Charter Township Fire Department is the fire department all Lake-
ton Township residents should call with their burning permit number. 231-744-
4365.

2008 Election Statistics

Voter turnout estimates were in the news headlines for many
weeks leading up to the election. Long lines at the polls were
heavily anticipated, but the Laketon Township Clerk and her
department answered the call and voters moved through the
polls quite quickly and without incident, a job very well done.

Below are some facts and figures relating to voter turn out in
Laketon Township. These figures are preliminary. A prelimi-
nary report with more details of voter turn-out is available on
the Township website on the Clerk’s Department page.

76% of Laketon Township Registered Voters cast ballots in the
November 4th General Election

78% of registered women and 75% of registered men voted
Voters over 60 had the highest turn-out at 88%

Voters between 22-30 had the lowest turn-out at just 60%
The youngest voters—those 18 to 21 had 72% voter turn-out.

Laketon Township is divided into 4 voting precincts. Precinct
#1 had the largest turn out at 80%. The largest precinct in the
Township by number of registered voters is precinct #3, which
had the lowest percentage of voter turn out at 73%.
